1. PURPOSE:
The purpose is to invite bids for provision for services, maintenance, repairs and

installation of the building electrical works at Polokwane International Airport
2. BACKGROUND:

As part of the maintenance plan, GAALs building electrical installations require to
undergo regular maintenance to guard against unforeseen faults and defects.
As a mitigation factor, regular maintenance, and repairs, where possible, of all

electrical installations in GAAL’s buildings are required on a regular basis.

Electrical installations and equipment shall comply with SANS 10142-1 The wiring
of premises Part 1 (Low — Voltage Installation) and Occupational Health and Safety

Act and Regulations (85 of 1993) and other relevant regulations and standards.

The airport also relies on the same electrical system for use in offices and tenant’s

offices which is also vital for business continuity.

3. SCOPE OF WORK

The scope entails sourcing of competent Electrical contractor to perform
Maintenance, repairs and installation as and when required on electrical assets at
Polokwane International Airport. The service provider will be responsible for the

following:

% Attending to all preventative and corrective maintenance of Electrical during
Airport operating hours. (Response time should be within 1 hour).

% Attending to all preventative and corrective maintenance of Electrical Building
after normal Airport operating hours. (Response time should be within 2 hours).

* Provision of spares, if not available in the GAAL inventory.

% Provision of aerial work platforms (cherry picker, scissor lift, etc.) when required

to perform work in elevated positions.
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The service provider will be responsible for preventative maintenance and
routine inspections, attending to breakdowns, repairing and/or replacement of
components (if required).

The service provider will be expected to provide the airport with the qualified
Electricians who are in possession of a recognized trade test certificate.

The service provider will be expected to provide the airport with the Electrician
in position of Wireman’s license (Installation Electrician) for issuing Certificate
of Compliance (COC).

It is a requirement that personnel performing/ overseeing works on site issued
to the contractor be qualified in relevant trade.

The Electrician and/or assistance will be required to be on standby for any

breakdowns that might occur.

The buildings electrical works include, but are not limited, to the following:

Buildings Frequency
Terminal buildings As and when required.
Tower building As and when required.
Hangers As and when required.
Admin Building As and when required.
4. COMPLIANCE WITH THE OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH & SAFETY ACT 85 OF

1993

The bidder undertakes to ensure that they and/or their subcontractors if any and/or

their respective employees will always comply with the following conditions:

4.2.1 All work performed by the bidder at Polokwane International Airport premises must

be performed under the close supervision of the bidder's employees who are

qualified, competent and understand the hazards associated with any work that

the bidder performs at the airport.

The bidder shall be assigned the responsibility in terms of Section 16(1) of the

OHS Act 85 of 1993, if the bidder assigns any duty in terms of Section 16(2), a

copy of such written assignment shall immediately be forwarded to the airport.
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4.2.3 The bidder shall ensure that he/she familiarise himself/herself with the
requirements of the OHS Act 85 of 1993 and that s/he and his/her employees and
any of his subcontractors comply with the requirements.

4.2.4. The bidder shall ensure that a baseline risk assessment is performed by a
competent person before commencement of any work in the airport’s premises. A
baseline risk assessment document will include identification of hazards and risk,
analysis and evaluation of the risks and hazards identified, a documented plan and
safe work procedures to mitigate, reduce or control the risks identified, and a
monitoring and review plan of the risks and hazards.

4.2.5. The bidder shall appoint competent persons who shall be trained on any
Occupational Health & Safety aspect pertaining to them or to the work that is to be
performed.

4.2.6. The bidder shall ensure that discipline regarding Occupational Health & Safety
shall be strictly enforced.

4.2.7. Any personal protective equipment required shall be issued by the bidder to his/her
employees and shall be always worn.

4.2.8. Written safe working practices/procedures and precautionary measures shall be
made available and enforced and all employees shall be made conversant with the
contents of these practices.

4.2.9. No unsafe equipment/machinery and/or articles shall be used by the bidder or
contractor on the airport’s premises.

4.2.10. All incidents/accidents referred to in OHS Act shall be reported by the Mandatary
to the Provincial Director: Department of Labour as well as to the airport.

4.2.11. No user shall be made by the bidder and/or their employees and or their
subcontractors of any of the airport’s machinery/article/substance/plant/personal
protective equipment without prior written approval.

4.2.12. The bidder shall ensure that work for which the issuing of permit is required shall
not be performed prior to the obtaining of a duty completed approved permit.

4.2.13. The bidder shall ensure that no alcohol or any other intoxicating substance shall
be allowed on the airport’s premises. Anyone suspected to be under the influence

of alcohol, or any other intoxicating substance shall not be allowed on the
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premises. Anyone found on the premises suspected to be under the influence of
alcohol or any other intoxicating substance shall be escorted off the said premises
immediately.

4.2.14. Full participation by the bidder shall be given to the employees of the airport when
they inquire into Occupational Health & Safety.

FURTHER UNDERTAKING

a. Only a duly authorised representative appointed in terms of Section 16.2 of the OHS
Act is eligible to sign this agreement on behalf of the Mandatary. The signing power of
this representative must be designated in writing by the Chief Executive Officer of the
Mandatary. A copy of this letter must be made available to the Client.

b. The bidder confirms that he has been informed that he must report to the airport’s
Electrical Technician, in writing anything he/she deems to be unhealthy and /or unsafe.
He has versed his employees in this regard.

c. The bidder warrants that he/she shall not endanger the health & safety of the airport’s

employees and other persons in any way whilst performing work on the airport’s
premises.

d. The bidder understands that no work may commence on the airport’s premises until
this procedure is duly completed, signed and received by the airport.

e. Non-compliance with any of the above clauses may lead to an immediate cancellation

of the contract.
